The Timeline of Escalation

January 15 - 20, 2026é: Iran announced it had reached 90% uranium enrichment
(weapons-grade). The Trump administration issued a 48-hour ultimatum to allow UN

inspectors back into the Fordow and Natanz facilities.

January 22, 2026: Iran refused the ultimatum and began naval drills in the Strait of

Hormuz, effectively signaling a "soft blockade" by harassing commercial tankers.

February 4, 2026 (The "Trigger”): A U.S. Navy littoral combat ship, the USS Savannah,
was struck by an Iranian-made "suicide drone” swarm while escorting a Saudi tanker.

Though the ship stayed afloat, there were American casualties.

February 5, 2026: President Trump addressed the nation from the Oval Office,
announcing Operation Sentinel’s Hammer. Within hours, the U.S. launched massive

Tomahawk missile strikes against Iranian coastal defense batteries and drone launch sites.

Iranian Military: Estimates now range from 5,000 to 12,000 casualties, largely due to
U.S. strikes on mobile missile launchers and naval bases where higher concentrations of

troops are stationed.

U.S. Casualties: The U.S. has reported approximately 200-300 deaths, mostly from the
initial “"drone swarm" attacks on Navy ships and “proxy" rocket attacks on bases in Iraq

and Jordan.

Commercial Shipping: Sadly, dozens of international merchant sailors have been killed or

In the initial "swarm" and missile attacks that took place on February 4, 2026, the U.S.

Department of Defense confirmed that 42 Americans were killed.

13. Movie Poster

Description: Create a fictitious movie poster about a major political, cultural, athletic,
educational, societal, religious, entertainment, or historical event/person from Colonial
America {1607-1775), the American Revolution {1775-1783), Antebellum America (1783-
1861), the Civil war (1861-1865), or Reconstruction (1865-1877).

Eeguirements: Using AL, clip art, or your own artistic skills, turn an actual event or person
into a "movie”. Look at movie posters used today to mimic one for the event/person you
select, Come up with a clever name for the movie, a tagline, and list out the important
"actors” {which will be the actual names of those involved) in a manner like a real poster.
Taglines are the enticing sentence that draws the viewer in. For instance, the tagline for the
movie "laws 2" was Just when you though it was safe to go back in the water...” You could
use a famous quote from the event/person you're turning into a poster as the tagline. If done
on traditional paper or poster board, you'll need to take a picture and submit. This can also
be done with Google Slides, PowerPeoint, or other presentation platforms. Don't forget to
include a 1-page/1-slide explanation about why you picked what you did and why this movie
is the "must see” event of the summer! (NOTE: This Mini-Project can be completed in
conjunction with the "Movie Trailer & Poster” Big Project. To read more about how to do that,
go to the Big Project section of this unit.)

AL Use: You may use A.L to generate the movie poster. Be sure to make it look like a REAL
movie poster! {(Of all the Mini-Projects, this is the most equipped FOR using A.1.) You are still
responsible for putting it all into a coherent, creative, and easy-to-follow presentation that
demonstrates your mastery of the material.
